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Dear Aspetuck Land Trust Member,

I began my Sunday afternoon today with a hike through Trout 

Brook Valley, like I have several times this year. I hiked in about 

a half mile, came across my first big vista and took a moment 

to admire the view. It caused me to remember a Chinese 

proverb that loosely translated says: “Drinking the water of the 

well: One should never forget who dug it.”

I thought about the dedicated leaders of our Land Trust who 

enabled me to enjoy this wonderful view!

If not for the vision of our founder, Barlow Cutler-Wotton and 

the efforts of Bruce LePage, Princie Falkenhagen, Gail Bromer, 

Paul Newman and others, Trout Brook Valley could have be-

come two golf courses surrounded by one hundred or more 

lovely homes, the construction of which would have involved 

incredible tree clearing, excavation, rock crushing and loss of 

significant habitat for the ages. Instead, we are all able to enjoy 

this natural beauty in perpetuity. This is work that we all must 

remember and replicate so that future generations have these 

same opportunities and more.

In 2020, the Board, our staff and you, our members accom-

plished the following:

Refuge: We kept our properties open and operating safely 

and well despite the Covid shutdowns elsewhere in the state. 

Our membership increased by 64% this year and we feel be-

ing “open” during the entire pandemic really enabled this 

sharp membership expansion.

Green Corridor Land Preservation: We closed on the pur-

chase of Gilbertie’s Farm in Easton with the intention of pre-

serving it in perpetuity and maintaining it as a working farm. 

We also made arrangements to buy the Fromson-Strassler 

property in Weston sometime in 2021. This is a keystone prop-

erty in connecting our Weston-Wilton forest block and we 

have other acquisitions there we are actively pursuing that will 

further preserve this “last frontier” of open space in our area.

Green Corridor Homeowner Engagement: Despite the 

pandemic, we offered many virtual talks, demonstrations and 

socially-distanced plant sales to promote this great effort to 

connect our properties and those of homeowners in our area. 

We signed on 700+ homeowners as Green Corridor partners 

who committed to maintain healthy yards and recruited many 

new members as well.

Green Corridor Funding: We are in the early phases of a 

large fundraising initiative to fulfill the promise of the Green 

Corridor and have had some impressive early success, includ-

ing funding from the State of Connecticut of approximately 

$850,000. We hope to leverage that funding over the next 

months and years to provide the resources to make the Green 

Corridor a reality.

Sadly, Bill Kupinse, a  fellow Board member and our Secretary 

died in April. Bill provided a lot of knowledge and practical 

know how to our Board over the years. We will miss his wise 

counsel and dry sense of humor. Our Board extends its con-

dolences to his family and friends, and is looking at ways of re-

membering him and recognizing his service to the Land Trust 

and our community at large over the last 40+ years. 

Before I close, I want to “remember” a few of our Board mem-

bers who are concluding their terms in June of this year who 

have provided a lot of effort in “digging the well” They are:

Keeping our trails safe from the Emerald Ash Borer

The emerald ash borer invasive beetle has rapidly spread from 
the Great Lakes region to become a serious pest throughout a 
large part of the eastern U.S. It attacks and quickly kills ash trees. 

We’ve undertaken a concerted effort to remove these trees 
from our trails to prevent deadfall from falling on our walking 
trails. The orange spray paint on trees indicates a dead soon 
to be felled tree. If you encounter us on the trails you may 
be asked to hold up briefly while we are felling a tree or 
temporarily rerouting around an obstruction.

Van Dusenbury indulges in “forest bathing”— shinrin yoku 
in Japanese — the practice of immersing oneself in na-

ture, mindful of the surroundings and breathing in the peace 
and balance of the woods and meadows. That is to say he 
hikes in a nearby Land Trust property for an hour every day. 
“I’m a firm believer in it,” he says.

As Managing Director at Mitsubishi UFJ Financial Group for 
over 26 years, Van has spent a considerable amount of time in 
Japan. Most of his trips were Tokyo-centric, but people he met 
romanticized about traditional inns, called ryokan, in the Japa-
nese wilderness. Prior to retirement, Van and his wife Wendy 
stayed at three. “We did the yukata, kaiseki, and onsen immer-
sion,” * he says. “Highly recommended.”

It’s a common misperception that Japan is crowded and citi-
fied; over 70% of the country is still forest. There is plenty of 
space for shinrin yoku. “In many ways, it was a natural exten-
sion of my existing lifestyle facilitated by the numerous As-
petuck preserves available to me.”

Van often takes his dogs Cinque and Phoebe to the Trout 
Brook Valley Preserve near where he and Wendy live. On one 
of his many hikes, he ran into Land Trust Executive Director, 
David Brant, and it didn’t take David long to persuade Van to 
join the Land Trust.

He feels good about helping take care of the woodlands 
around his home, “I grew up in upstate New York where my 
ancestors made their living in the lumber industry,” Van con-
fesses. “I guess I’m just trying to make up for that.”

Not content to just be a member, Van is the Land Trust’s Trail 
Steward Coordinator. He processes the dozens of offers of 
help from trail volunteers and matches them up with suitable 
preserves based on location and levels of skill and dedication. 
And after completing the Land Trust’s safety workshop, he’s a 
handy man with a chain saw.

“Van has no qualms about hiking to the far reaches of the pre-
serves with his trusty Makita electric saw to remove downed 
trees and limbs,” says Land Stewardship Director Lou Bacchi-
occhi. “He and his son Wyatt were a tremendous help sharing 
some quality father/son time while cleaning up from storm 
Isaias last summer.”

Bacchiocchi chuckles. “He did make one rookie mistake, I re-
member. He got his saw stuck in a tree, but the rookie mistake 
was not getting the saw stuck, but in not having a second 
saw handy to rescue it. He had to hike out, go home to get 
his other saw, and return to get the first saw unstuck. By the 
time all this was done, he lost all momentum and was done 
for the day.”

Van Dusenbury’s not done now. His commitment to the work 
of the Land Trust is strong and personal. “I think it’s important 
to get involved. It’s local and easy to get involved. The land 
around us is part of our life.” He stops for a minute to listen. 
There’s a noble ash, his favorite tree, across the street from 
his house. The tree is dying with dignity, and from his front 
porch, Van can hear a woodpecker’s rat-a-tat-tat. There’s the 
smell of spring and the new leaves are pale green. Shinrin 
yoku at its best.

The previous First Selectman was influenced by the developer 

that the development would be good for the town, provide 

tax revenue and give an opportunity to the residents to play 

golf. When Bill became First Selectman, his skills as a lawyer 

and desire to keep Easton a rural, unique water company town 

prevailed. He gave Aspetuck Land Trust and all of us fighting 

to protect Trout Brook Valley the support and strength we 

needed when things looked doubtful. He provided useful 

insights at town hearings when the developer tried to 

convince the town what a “gift” he was giving us!

Bill was always the wise “owl,” remaining calm and steadfast 

in his principles. He was my hero throughout many battles in 

town — always on the “right” side of justice and integrity. The 

town has lost a great man.

Bruce LePage Conservation Fund

Bruce LePage began volunteering 
with Aspetuck Land Trust in 1985 

and, after eight years as the Treasur-
er, became the first paid Executive 
Director of the Land Trust in 1993.

He celebrated and shared his pas-
sion for the role and the mission in 
every hike he took, every field he 
mowed, and every walk that was 
shared with others. If you every met 
Bruce out on any one of the Land 
Trust properties, you likely felt his 
passion and his love for this work.

His greatest pride was the preserva-
tion of Trout Brook Valley. Bruce con-

quered something many thought impossible, and he brought 
the community together to achieve it.

On September 2, 1999, Trout Brook Valley, the largest unpro-
tected property in Fairfield County, was preserved with Bruce 
leading the purchase of the land for Aspetuck Land Trust. 
Bruce continued to lead the way until 2008 when David Brant 
took his place as Executive Director. Bruce maintained the 
Randall‘s Farm Preserve in Easton after he retired. It was the 
last property preserved under his leadership. 

Bruce LePage passed away on May 14, 2020 with his family by 
his side. We were so pleased when Aspetuck Land Trust creat-
ed the Bruce LePage Conservation Fund to support an annual 
internship for a young person interested in land conservation.

Dan Delventhal, owner of Mow Green, on his 
solar-powered, zero-emissions lawn mower.
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Not much slows Naomi “Nicky” Bleifeld down. Born in 1929, 
she’s lived through a World War; the McCarthy hearings; 

the assassinations of Martin Luther King Jr., JFK, and Bobby 
Kennedy; Watergate; the air traffic controller’s strike; Monica 
Lewinsky; 9-11; and the election of Donald Trump. She’s mas-
tered typewriters, word processors, iPhones, emails, and tex-
ting. She watched as women evolved from June Cleaver to 
Gloria Steinem to Beyonce.

“Memories that stick?” Nicky thinks a minute. “I remember 
when Roosevelt died. I was 12 and he was the only president 
I’d ever known. I was walking out of the kitchen on my way to 
the dining room.”

But today, Nicky is as 21st century as they come. “When I meet 
someone who doesn’t have an email address,” she admits, 
“I’m annoyed.”

Dressed in jeans, a long-sleeved sweater, and a pair of trendy 
black sneakers, she looks more like a kid than a grown-up. “My 

friend Claude and I are going to the beach to get our walk in,” 
she said recently, looking toward the window where sunshine 
was blasting in. She usually hikes in one of the Land Trust’s 
preserves, but, she said, the trails were still too icy. Nicky lives 
in the warm and welcoming house she shared with Stanley 
Bleifeld, her husband of 62 years, a celebrated and much re-
spected sculptor who died unexpectedly in 2011. The house 
and studio, at the end of a winding wooded road in Weston, 
is where Nicky has spent hours happily trekking through the 
woods and weeds. “That was why we started donating to the 
Trust. I wanted to make sure that land like that, open space 
with trails safely maintained, would be there for generations 
to come.”

Both of them took advantage of more than the open space 
and sky; they enjoyed the Aspetuck Land Trust’s educational 
hikes, like the Geology Hike, led by Anthropology and Natural 
History Professor Ernie Wiegand, and raptor specialist Larry 
Fischer’s Hawk Walk.

Some of the presentations are held a healthy distance from 
where the cars are parked. The Geology Hike, for example, 
was held in the Jump Hill Section of Trout Brook Valley. Jac-
quie Littlejohn, a board member who acts as the Land Trust’s 
representative on many of the educational hikes, admits that 
you have to be in pretty good shape to get up that hill, and 
Nicky Bleifeld was on that hike. “I remember her because she 
not only easily kept up with the group, Nicky never com-
plained.” Littlejohn says she was impressed. “Even kids were 
complaining.”

Nicky is especially encouraging of the Land Trust’s efforts to 
attract young people. “I’m so glad the Land Trust has pro-
grams for younger people. I think everybody should get out-
side,” she says. “Get kids outdoors, away from their computer 
screens and phones. It’s just so good for everybody. We all 
need fresh air, sunshine, birds. Open spaces where we can all 
enjoy all that.”

This is why the Bleifeld’s have donated so generously to the 
Aspetuck Land Trust and for so long, and why Nicky continues 
to do so.
